 Mayor Bresnahan called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
GUEST PRESENT:  Gord Tokaryk representative from Ministry of Municipal Affairs & Housing provided Council and Staff information/training with respect to Council/Staff relations; roles of Council; roles of Staff; relationships; meetings; conflict of interest; defamation, libel and slander.

Council and Staff were given ample opportunities to ask questions pertaining to the above matters and have any concerns addressed.

Main recommendation from this session was to review the current Procedural By-law that governs the proceedings of Council, the conduct of its members and the calling of meeting to ensure that it includes all the amendments from Bill 103.
Examples of but not limited to the following:

· Councillor code of conduct during meetings and outside of meetings.
· Process of closed meetings.

· Process of hearing delegations – whether or not to allow delegations to be heard more than once during the year on the same topic.
· Unruly conduct during meetings.

· Process for defeated motions – when can a defeated motion be brought back to the table.

· Procedures for conducting meetings more efficiently.

Mr. Tokaryk also reviewed the Township of South Algonquin 2006 Financial Indicator and recommended ways for Council to improve the outcome of this report.

Examples of but not limited to the following:

· Increase contribution to reserve.

· Build reserves to improve chances for grant approvals.
